The great Indian uprisings of the
West cme because of the wanton
slaughter of the buffalo by the white
man. Millions were killed, often
merely for the tongues, which were
considered great delicacies, or for
the robes. The white man never ful-
ly wunderstood what the buffalo
meant to the Indian - to every as-
pect of his life, his culture, and even
his religion.
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
